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As oxygen to a living person 
so is the ministry of the Word 
of God to the soul of a church. 
A balanced diet is necessary 
for the physical health and 
growth of a person. Similarly, 
feeding on the life giving Word 
when accepted and assimilated 
through the ministry of the Holy 
Spirit provides nutrients and 
energy for the church to grow 
spiritually. The main ministry of 
shepherds in the churches is to 
feed the sheep. Many of them 
may not find the green pastures 
by themselves. They need to be 
fed. If not, due to the spiritual 
hunger, they might be satisfied by 
eating dry leaves and unhygienic 
left over contaminated food. 
There comes the responsibility 
of the preacher. 

Christian preaching is not the 
proud ventilation of human 
opinions. It is the humble 
exposition of God's Word.  
Biblical expositors strive to bring 
out of Scripture what is written 
and given to us to explore. That 
is called exegesis. They are not 
allowed to thrust into the text 
what is not there. That is isogesis 
which is anathema to the Lord.  
Their responsibility is to bring to 
light what appears hidden. They 
make plain what seems obscure, 
unravel what is knotted, and 
unfold what is tightly packed.  
An expository preaching of 
the biblical text is neither a 
conventional introduction of 
an extra biblical topic to the 
audience, nor a convenient peg 
on which to hang a ragbag of 
miscellaneous human thoughts. 
The interpretation of the text 
without the context is a pretext.  
All the preachers of the Word 
will be called in one day to give 
an account of their vocation at 
the tribunal, the Beema seat of 
Christ.  So it cannot be taken 
lightly, carelessly or casually.

Worship and Scripture exposition 

are the twin peaks of Christian 
experience. They both are placed 
in juxtaposition to each other. 
Eliminate worship; you will be 
puffed up with head knowledge 
like a tad pole. Eliminate scripture; 
you will become sickly and anemic. 
Therefore, the church needs 
constantly to hear God's Word. 
The central place of preaching 
in public must be the worship 
meetings of the church. Many 
churches consider preaching 
the Word as an intrusion into the 
ecstasy of worship. Rather, it must 
be seen as an indispensable part 
to it. The worship of God is always 
a response to the Word of God.

Preaching is indispensable to 
Christianity. Without preaching 
a necessary part of Christian 
authenticity is lost. Christianity is, 
in its very essence, a religion of 
the Word of God validated by its 
historicity and theological back 
up. It is not built on fables or 
mythology. Our God is a living God 
who has communicated in the past 
and still does communicate. In 
the scripture, we see a speaking 
Father, the giving Son and the 
grieving Holy Spirit. They love to 
communicate to us. Our speaking 
shall also be in tandem with that of 
God’s.  Thus, our preaching shall 
be scriptural, incarnated within 
ourselves and made relevant 
and contemporary. It is God's 
speech echoed through human 

instruments to meet human need. 
We must speak what he has 
spoken.

The expository preacher is a 
bridge builder, seeking to span 
the gulf between the mind of God 
as revealed in the Word and the 
human mind.  He must do his 
utmost to interpret the Scripture 
so accurately and plainly, and to 
apply it so forcefully, that the truth 
crosses the bridge. This is hard 
work. We might be tempted to 
short circuit the process by saying: 
“There is no need for me to prepare 
myself before preaching; I shall 
rely on the Holy Spirit to give me 
the words. Jesus himself promised 
that it would be given to us in that 
hour what we are to say.” Such 
talk may sound genuine, until we 
remember that the misquotation of 
Scripture and laziness is prompted 
by the devil. Jesus was referring 
to the hour of persecution and not 
of proclamation. Its context is the 
trial in a prisoner's dock of a law 
court, not the pulpit preaching in a 
church. Trust in the Holy Spirit is 
not intended to save us from the 
bother of preparation. The Holy 
Spirit can indeed give us utterance 
if we are suddenly called upon to 
speak and there has been no 
opportunity to prepare. Many of 
us have experienced this in our 
ministry, during an emergency 
situation of suddenly called in 
to preach. Indeed, experience 
suggests that perspiration, waiting 
upon the Lord and agonizing within 
are the necessary ingredients if 
the preacher wants to be faithful 
to the pulpit.

God cares not about one’s lack 
of eloquence and artistry, about 
his ill-constructed discourse or his 
poorly-enunciated message, as it 
is the gift of God. The preparation 
of the heart is of far greater 
importance than the preparation of 
the sermon. The preacher's words, 

however clear and forceful, will 
not produce any result unless he 
speaks from conviction, born out 
of experience. The Word must 
first minister to the preacher 
himself and preached in before it 
is preached out.
The sparkle of authentic 
preaching is derived out of the 
freshness of spiritual experience 
at each time. It is the most 
indispensable quality of the 
effective preacher.  No amount 
of homiletically articulated 
technique can compensate for 
the absence of a close personal 
talk and walk with God. Unless 
he puts a new song in our mouth, 
even the most polished sermons 
will lack the spark of authenticity.

Genuine love will help the 
preacher to be understood. 
Unless one takes the trouble 
to know his people and their 
problems, his preaching will go 
wild. Therefore, in order to be 
better able to appreciate them, 
he should know them. Love 
has a strange intuitive faculty. 
Jesus our Lord possessed it to 
its perfection. Again and again 
it is said of him that he knew 
people's thoughts. Indeed, the 
apostle John writes, “He knew all 
men and needed no one to bear 
witness of man; for he himself 
knew what was in man.” Men 
felt instinctively to what he spoke 
because he understood them. 
He is the great kardiognostes, 
or the ‘heart-knower’, who 
searches the mind and heart. We 
should seek to emulate him and 
do likewise. Love is the unselfish 
care which longs to understand 
and to provide the needed help. 
It is one of the greatest secrets of 
communication. Only when the 
preacher loves his people, that 
they are likely to say of him, that 
he understands them. Then and 
then only he will be heard and 
responded to.

Study materials can assist 
students and teachers 
in gaining revelation and 
understanding of the 
scripture text. 

Sunday School is important 
because it provides 
additional opportunities in 
the fellowship for learning. 
Visitors, new attendees and 
other church members can 
get to know one another 
better in this setting. 
People in the community 
are looking for a real 
church with real people 
who care about them. 
Sunday School provides 
a great opportunity of 

developing friendships and trust, 
which tends to make attendees 
more committed to the church and 
its vision.

2 John 1:6 says, "And this is love: 
that we walk in obedience to his 
commands. As you have heard from 
the beginning, his command is that 
you walk in love." 
Doing what God wants you to do is 
obedience to God. He has asked us to live a life of love. John 
explains the demonstration of love like this, "Jesus Christ laid 
down his life for us." [1 John 3:16]. Notice how John defines love 
as something God did first, and this is because "God is love". I 
believe it is impossible for us to do what is of God. But, God can 
do it 'through' us, "for love comes from God. Everyone who loves 
has been born of God and knows God" [1 John 4:7]. We may 
be able to love a little, but perfect Godly love has to come from 
Him alone. 1 John 4:17 says “we know and rely on the love God 
has for us.God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in God, and 
God in them. This is how love is made complete among us…”. 
Notice the word complete? In another translation it says “made 
perfect”. 

Jesus came to give us a new life, “that we might live through him” 
[1 John 4:9]. When we find it difficult to obey God, it is because 
we are trying to carry out God’s commands using strength from 
human life. What kind of life did Stephen have when he asked 
God to forgive the people who were stoning him? When it seems 
impossible for us to love, our part, I believe is to let God love 
others ‘through us’. Let us remember that God is love, therefore 
God is glorified. When a person is hard to love, let us allow God 
to love that person through us, because this transforms us, them 
and others around. And when we notice that our thoughts and 
actions reflect God’s love, remember, that this is God working 
in us and through us. Let us remember that God has chosen to 
reveal his love to this world through me and you- “In this world 
we are like Jesus.” [1 John 4:17]
1 John 5:3 says that, "his commands are not burdensome". Can 
you imagine a young child carrying a heavy load? But when he 
is mature and able, he will be able to carry it easily and it won’t 
feel like a load at all. As God’s children, He loves to help us do 
his will through his precious Holy Spirit so that we don’t become 
burdened. Jesus said, “Take my yoke upon you and learn from 
me….my yoke is easy and my burden is light.” [Matthew 11:29-
30]. Every time we begin to experience stress or feel burdened, 
we can remind ourselves to receive the burden of Christ, which 
is light. When we struggle to truly love people, let God love them 
through you. This, I believe, like Jesus and Stephen, was why 
Paul was able to rejoice in times of severe suffering [Philippians 
4:4]. Jesus promised us that after his accomplishment on the 
cross, “no one will take away your joy” [John 16:22].
Remember, God perfectly and completely showed his love 
on the cross for all the people while we were imperfect and 
disobedient. We have been given the privilege to realise this 
precious act of love. God wants to continue revealing his love 
through us always and his precious holy spirit helps us- always. 
“By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love 
one another.” [John 13:35].

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When we face people who 
challenge us regularly, trying to 
make us miserable and fearful 
of our future, how do we choose 
to react?  As Christians, what 
do we choose when in crisis, 
loss, failure or when faced 
with persecution and trials? 
What has God commanded to 
us, in His word, when we face 
situations or people that seem 
challenging to us?

As we go through, Joshua: 
1:9, the Lord gives a command 
to Joshua:’ Have I not 
commanded you? Be strong 
and courageous. Do not be 
afraid, do not be discouraged, 
for the Lord your God will be 
with you wherever you go.’ 
We see here, it’s a command 
given by God. Nowhere in the 
Bible has God commanded his 
people not to be courageous. 
Do we, His people obey His 
command,to be courageous?

Staying courageous was a 
deliberate choice that Joshua 
had to make, trusting in God’s 
words. As His people, His 
church we need to make a 
conscious decision, to be 
strong and courageous. God 
word says that the righteous 
are as bold as a lion!When we 
face fearful situations in our 
lives, we need to take a step 
of faith, a deliberate choice to 
trust God and stay courageous, 
no matter what comes.

I had learned the example of 

exceptional courage from my 
daddy, who went to be with 
the Lord, recently. He stayed 
strong as a pillar in many fearful 
situations of life. I had heard 
many sermons on faith and 
courage, but I had never met 
or seen a man as courageous 
as daddy. His favourite quote 
from the Bible, which he 
used for encouraging us was 
fromDaniel: 6:10. ‘Now when 
Daniel learned that the decree 
had been published,he went 
home to his upstairs room, 
where the windows, opened 
toward Jerusalem. Three times 
a day, he got down on his knees 
and prayed, giving thanks to His 
God, just as he had done before.’

Daddy constantly reminded us 
this verse whenever we were 
fearful and unable to pray.
Throughout his life, he had to 
face many giants. Some of these.
tried to intimidate and manipulate 
him with their challenging words 
about how influential they were 
and what they were capable 
of doing. Sometimes, we used 
to shiver in fear, but he stayed 
courageous, as bold as a lion, 
a pillar of strength.I heard him 
say calmly to those giants  “ Do 
what you can. Don’t think you 
can scare me. No matter how 
influential you are or what you’re 
capable of, you are not greater 
than my God. You can’t touch 
me. I’m God child.” He quickly 
admonished us , that as God’s 
children, we are commanded 
to be courageous and we don’t 

have a choice to be fearful in 
any situation.He would then 
speak to God in his knees,hold 
our hands and pray together 
with us. He used to always say 
: ‘If God be for us, who can be 
against us’. Hearing his words, 
understanding his amazing 
strength, determination 
and exceptional courage, 
the Goliaths would back of 
overnight. Yes, God always 
stood for him and fought for him. 
He was more than a conquerer, 
a man of God who demonstrated 
exemplary courage!

Let’s think about what little David 
said to the huge giant, Goliath: 
‘You come against me with 
sword, spear and javelin, but I 
come against you in the Name of 
the Lord Almighty.’ An amazing 
example of extraordinary 
courage. Throughout the Bible 
and in the history of the church, 
we read about many saints, 
who demonstrated exceptional 
courage.Are we like those 
courageous men and women 
of God, or are we like prophet 
Elijah, who pleaded with God to 
let him die, when he had to face 
a threat from a pagan queen.

It could be a neighbour, a 
relative, a superior,a colleague, 
a fellow believer, a financial 
crisis , a loss, a failure, a debt, 
a marriage problem, a sickness, 
a family matter or other issues.
Can we face our giants 
courageous today and conquer 
them in the Name of our Lord, 
as David did. Let’s examine our 
lives now! Where do we stand 
today? Are we among the fearful 
or the courageous? Are we 
courageous like Joshua, David, 
Daniel and other saints or we 
fearful like prophet Elijah? Can 
we make a deliberate choice to 
be courageous everyday, as its 
God’s command to us?May the 
Holy Spirit fill you, His church 
with courage from above! Let’s 
live with courage today, as 
Christ’s followers!

‘Small is the gate and narrow the 
way that leads to life and only a 
few find it.

There is only one gate that leads 
to life and that is Jesus. But after 
this gate there is a narrow wayin 
which we are to walk! Many 
people profess to be saved, that 
is, by having entered through 
the narrow gate which is Jesus. 
But their lives clearly show that 
they are still walking in the broad 
way. Theirlives are so tuned in to 
the world with its passions and 
its desires.As it says in 1 John 
2:17,‘The world and its desires 
pass away’: this is indeed the 
way that leads to destruction. 
How is it thenpossible that we 
can enter through the small gate 
and then walk in the broadway? 
Jesus’ words clearly show us 

that those who enter through the 
small gate have only the narrow 
way to walk in!
So, how do we know that we are 
saved?
The only way for a person to be 
saved is to pass through the small 
gate, which is Jesus. As Jesus 
said, ‘I am the gate; whoever 
enters through me will be saved.’ 
(John 10:9)We are saved when 
we repent of our sins and turn 
to God by putting our complete 
faith in Jesus Christ and His 
righteousness. The evidence that 
we have truly passed through the 
small gate is that we now walk in 
the narrow way! There should be 
transformation in our life and we 
should live in a way that aims to 
please God. It should be evident 
to others that we actively seek to 
obey the commandments of Jesus 
and do His will. And when we stray 
from the path, God is gracious to 
discipline us and brings us back.

Here are some questions to ask 
ourselves to check if we are truly 
saved and walking in the narrow 
way and not the broad way (which 
leads to destruction).
1. Are our desires, passions, 
dreams, conversations and 
lifestyle in line with God’s will?

2. Is Christ seenin all these 
areas of our life?
3. Are we looking unto Jesus 
each and every day?
4. Are there evident changes in 
our life as God disciplines us?
5. Are we eager to learn the 
word of God?
6. Are we growing in Christ?
7. Are we eager to know Christ 
and cultivate a personal 
relationship, friendship and 
fellowship with Him each and 
every day?
8. Do we care about sincere 
fellowship with other 
believers? Or, are we just 
bothered about coming to 
church once a week and being 
moral people?
9. Are we bearing good fruit?
10. Do people see Christ 
through us? Do they see that 
we are in love with Christ?
11. Are we walking with Jesus 
daily?
12. Are we doing the Father’s 
will?

The evidence that we are saved 
is not that we are sinless, but 
that when we sin, we are broken 
and we seek to get right with God 

quickly. When we walk in the 
narrow way, we find that many 
times we do struggle, slip and 
fall but we can also testify that 
we aregradually learning to 
take the victory over sin! Over 
time, we can see a definite 
change in our lives and we can 
experiencegodliness, Christ-
likeness, taking shape in us.
In Hebrews 13:5, we hear the 
Lord’s assurance, ‘I will never 
leave you nor forsake you.’ So 
Jesus is there right by our side 
to help us in our spiritual walk 
in the narrow way. He will walk 
with us to the end, leading us on 
victoriously as we keep looking 
unto Him!
Let us yearn to please God with 
our lives and seek Him as the 
greatest treasure! Our God is 
faithful to take us through as we 
press on towards perfection!

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People crave for new things 
today - new phones, new cars, 
clothes, hairstyles, and a new 
face. What we need today is not 
better gadgets, better education, 
more research or more money. 
This won’t give us an abundant, 
fulfilling life. We need a change 
of heart. Look at the news today 
- violence, murder, hatred... The 
problem is with this ’evil’ in the 
hearts of man. The Bible says, 
that sin is inside everyman.
God knew that. And that’s why 
He needs to give us a New life. 
Only the one who made us - and 
given us this life - will be able to 
give us a new life.
When we come to know Jesus, 
the Bible says we enter in to  a 
new life. The old life is over, God 
makes all things new. Jesus puts 
it this way, "you must be born 
again." in John 3:3. It’s not a 
remake of the old; it’s new! It’s 
not just an improvement of the 
old; it’s a new life. God told to 
prophet Ezekiel: "I will give you 
a new heart and put a new spirit 
in you." 
That’s what we experienced 
- we carry a new meaning 
and purpose in life. We can 
experience a new joy, not just 
mere happiness based on 
the surrounding, a new hope 
not based on circumstances 
but looking forward to a home 
in heaven. The Bible says in 
2Cori.5:18 "All this is from God, 
who reconciled us to Himself 
through Christ..."If any man be 
in Christ, he is a new creature. 
What does this mean to us 
today? We must trust that God 
is able to make all things new 
and we can now face life with 
confidence because of the 
reconciliation by Jesus Christ.

As Christians, we are new 
creations: The old life of sin has 
been defeated and destroyed 
by repentance, the old nature 
has been conquered  by the 
crucifixion and resurrection 

power of our Lord Jesus Christ 
and we became new creations. 
We have new goals, values, 
desires, attitudes, thoughts, 
actions, every aspects of our lives 
becomes new . As Christians we 
have not just been repaired or 
modified  but totally renewed!

I believe it grieves God's heart 
for His new creations to live and 
act as though they've never been 
changed. It breaks God's heart 
for a saint to live and act like a 
lost sinner. I don't understand 
what would ever make a person 
who has become a new creation 
go back to the old life of sin and 
depravity. did it mean that they 
have never really been saved.? 
or again bowed down under the 
yokes of sinful nature 
It is one thing to have Christ born 
in you and it is quite another for 
you to be in Christ. That’s where 
the wonderful transformation into 
entirely new creatures occurs 
in Christ. That is where most 
Christians struggle. Not for Christ 
to be in us, since he already is, 
but for us to be found in him. That 
is where we revise our centre 
of reference, our focus, what 
we hold most precious. That is 
where a renouncing of old values 
and a pursuing of new treasures 
is birthed. For Paul it was no 
longer what he used to hold in 
high esteem: his Jewish descent, 
his heritage and his religion in 
which he excelled (Phil. 3:4-6). 
Everything now faded away in 
the blinding radiance of Christ-his 
savior. Now only Christ matters 
and everything revolves around 
him who “is the Alpha and the 
Omega, the Beginning and the 
end who is and who was and 
who is to come, the Almighty” 
(Rev. 1:8). All else is irrelevant 
and damaging or, as the apostle 
himself graphically describes, 
rubbish. Rubbish is to be disposed 
of, thrown out, dumped; and that 
is what Paul actually did. Paul not 
only counted his old allegiances 

and values as “loss” but went so 
far as to count all things  loss and 
rubbish in order to gain Christ and 
be found in him.

What do you count as loss and 
gain? If God were to weigh your 
life in the balance by putting all 
things on one scale and putting 
Christ on the other scale, would 
Christ outweigh all things; would 
he outshine all other possessions? 
That’s a question we sincerely 
need to ask ourselves if indeed we 
are to become the new beings God 
has created us to be. The love of 
Christ compels us and drives us to 
judge ourselves dead and decide 
to live for him. There comes a 
moment of truth in our lives when, 
as true followers of Christ we see 
ourselves for what we really are: 
'Dead in Trespasses and Sins'. 
We judge ourselves dead and lay, 
so to speak, the tombstone on 
ourselves and decide to quit living 
for ourselves. God forbid that we 
do such a morbid thing. Let the 
old man die! Don’t try to bring it 
back. Rather pronounce him dead 
and live for Christ who died and 
rose again for you. Isn’t that what 
baptism is all about? Being dead 
to sin and alive in Christ?

When we were baptized in Christ 
we were baptized into his death. 
When he died we died with him; 
when he was buried we were 
buried with him. When he was 
raised from the dead we were 
raised with him so we should 
walk in newness of life. Notice 
that being raised and walking in 
newness of life does not precede 
dying and being buried. It follows 
it. There is a reckoning that first 
has to be done and that is to 
reckon ourselves dead indeed to 
sin but alive in Christ. If you don’t 
reckon yourself dead to sin you 
will not be alive in Christ, you will 
not walk in newness of life, you 
will not be a new creation. Paul 
counted all past things loss and 
rubbish for Christ. He judged and 
reckoned himself dead to sin but 
alive in Christ. For him to live was 
Christ. What is life to you?

That is what Christ meant when 
he said: “Whosoever will come 
after me, let him deny himself, 
and take up his cross, and follow 
me. For whosoever will save his 
life shall lose it; but whosoever 
shall lose his life for my sake 
and the gospel’s, the same shall 
save it” (Mk. 8:34-35).

As we do that one crucial step 
then everything else follows. 
When we reckon ourselves 
dead and decide to live for 
God, he makes us holy and 
therefore acceptable. That is 
our reasonable service. Then 
we don’t find it so hard to resist 
conforming to this world since 
we are dead to it. We long for 
the words of our mouths and 
the meditation of our hearts 
to be acceptable in his sight. 
We desire to please him and 
through the Spirit we bring every 
thought captive unto Christ 
and willingly obey him from the 
heart in everything. Then we, 
like Paul, are progressively 
transformed into the image of 
Christ and experience that good, 
acceptable and perfect will of 
God.

Why not offer ourselves and 
those around us a unique gift: 
a new self. Let us not just mark 
the beginning of yet another 
month but mark the beginning 
of a new life in Christ. May each 
new month be for us not just a 
page torn off the calendar but a 
turning of a new page in the book 
of life in which all and everything 
is Christ.

The prophet Ezekiel as 
a minister of Hope
The prophetic passage Ezekiel 
37:7-10 reflects upon the vision 
of dry bones. This text is a part 
of a popular text Ezekiel 37 that 
speaks of the possibility in the 
midst of impossibilities. In other 
words, this text instills hope in 
midst of hopelessness.

The author Ezekiel was born 
the son of a priest but he is 
better known as a prophet 
in the Babylonian exile. He 
was a messenger of hope 
entrusted with the difficult task 
of prophesying to the people of 
Judah when they were captives 
in exile. The people of Judah 
present a perfect example of a 
desperate people. They had lost 
their King and their land, which 
in turn resulted in loss of trust 
in Yahweh their God who had 
promised eternal kingdom to 
David’s house. Thus, the exiles 

having lost their anchor of hope 
in the promises of God; lost all 
expectations, felt desperate and 
had given up hope. Pessimistic 
views of their present plight 
erased all promises of God from 
their mind. This is true in our 
context too; many have lost hope 
and do not expect anything good 
to happen anymore. Will the 
terrorist activities in our nation 
and the world cease? Johnathan 
Bernis, President of Jewish Voice 
Ministries, with all pessimism 
raises the question, “Is peace 
possible?” In the Indian context, 
will our nation be free of the evils 
of the caste system, dowry, and 
other social evils? How shall we 
respond to the people affected 
with AIDS and other terminal 
illness?

Humanly speaking, we are 
clueless and hopeless. However, 
it is at such junctures that people 
need someone, whom they can 
trust to instill that expectation and 
hope in their hopeless situation. In 
fact, it is in such a time as these 
that we have received the call to 
be agents to give hope and to 
ignite transformation.

Dry bones and the symbolic 
vision highlight such a hopeless 
situation, where the future is not 
bleak but extinct. However, the 
prophet himself being in exile was 
in better position to proclaim the 
message of hope.

Hence, firstly being with the 
people in crisis puts one in 
better position to communicate 
hope. 

The book of Ezekiel notes the 
phrase ‘in midst of them’ or 
‘among’ about 116 times. His 
position as one of them gave his 
message of future restoration and 

resurrection of the life of the nation 
a better reception.
Christian public witness becomes 
more effective by identifying with 
the people and creation in crisis 
than by great contemplation in 
isolation.  The call to be apostles 
of Jesus Christ, a term from Greek 
avpostoloj (apostolos) that implies 
– one sent with commission, 
purpose and with the authority of 
the sender necessitates identifying 
with the people in crisis.  Friends 
this call is not exclusive to Pastors 
and missionaries but to every 
follower of Jesus Christ.  Let us be 
reminded of Jesus’ words, “Jesus 
said to them again, “Peace be with 
you. As the Father has sent me, so 
I send you”” (John 20:21 NRSV).  

Secondly, Proclaim the divine 
message of hope whether it 
makes sense or not.

One of the tasks of the apostles 
of Jesus Christ is to proclaim the 
message of hope through their 
life and words.  This is similar to 
the function of prophets of the 
Old Testament. Therefore, the 
task of the prophet, the Greek 
word profh,thj (prophētēs) – which  
implies being a messenger of 
God – functions to just proclaim 
the message from God, here in 
Ezekiel, the message of hope. The 
word “so” in Ezekiel 37:7 indicates 
that the words of prophecy did not 
stem from the prophets confidence 
but from the Lord who gave the 
message. 

The prophet is likewise 
commanded in v.9 to prophecy 
to the breath and wind, which 
eventually makes the corpses 
come alive. Let us communicate 
the words of hope received from 
the Lord Jesus into the lives of 
people without hope and intercede 
so that God would bring them to 
life.

In order to instill hope and 
transformation, it is imperative to 
obey the call and message that 
one receives.  In the Genesis 
account of creation, God spoke 
and the wonder of creation 
transformed the formless and 
void earth into a beautiful world; 
Likewise, God breathed into 
lifeless human being making 
them living being (Genesis 1). 
Now, God speaks through the 
prophets and apostles and His 
words come true. 

Finally, when we identify with 
the people and proclaim the 
words of hope, then we can 
witness wonders in the life of 
people.

God speaks and performs; all 
that is expected of us as apostles 
is to go out and as prophets to 
proclaim it faithfully and witness 
the works of the Lord. We are 
only privileged partners with God 
in His business.  As prophets, 
we may witness the fulfillment of 
the message only in visions; the 
reality may be sooner or later. 
The prophet may pass away but 
the words of prophecy will be 
fulfilled in God’s time in future.

Friends, you and I are called as 
apostles and prophets of Jesus 
Christ to be with the broken and 
shattered people to proclaim the 
good news of hope and a better 
future.  Try out, be an apostle 
and prophet to the needy people 
around us, proclaim the words of 
hope and witness God’s miracles 
in the lives of people.

• Sunken eyes, cheeks
• No tears when crying
• Rapid breathing 
• Dry mouth and tongue
•  Fewer wet nappies 
• Drowsiness
• Prevention

 Dehydration can be prevented 
by taking wise steps. These 
include –
• Drinking plenty of fluids and 
water throughout the day, while 
also ensuring that the whole 
family begins and ends the day 

with a glass of water.
• Taking natural juice without 
added sugar that has essential 
nutrients to keep you active in 
hot weather. 
• Eating foods high in water 
such as fruits and vegetables. 
• Limiting  caffeinated 
beverages like coffee, tea or 
some soft drinks.
• Avoiding peak hours 
of sunlight when the 
temperatures and UV rays 
are at their highest, normally 
between 11 a.m. and 3 p.m. 
• Wearing loose-fitting and 
cotton clothes. 
• Dehydration requires medical 
attention, if left untreated, it 
can become severe which 
can be fatal. Therefore, seek 
immediate medical help, if you 
suspect someone is severely 
dehydrated.

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The Bible is all about Jesus. He 
is pictured or prophesied about 
in each of the 66 books of the 
Bible. He didn’t just appear in the 
Gospels. He wasn’t spoken about 
in the Epistles alone. A close 
examination of each book of the 
Bible reveals the fascinating fact 
of Jesus present in each book of 
the Bible starting with Genesis 
through Revelation. Here is 
a description of how Jesus is 
predominantly pictured in each 
of the 66 books of the Bible.

Old Testament
Genesis
He is the Seed of the Woman 
who bruises the head of 
the serpent (Gen. 3:15); the 
descendant of Abraham, a king 
in the line of Judah in the order of 
Melchizedek. He is also pictured 
in Isaac’s life as the sacrificed 
Son (Gen. 22), and Joseph’s life 
as the rejected Brother (Gen. 
27).

Exodus
He is ourPassover Lamb(Ex. 12; 
John 1:29,36). He is the Manna 
from heaven (Ex. 16; John 6); 
the Rock struck at Horeb (Ex. 
17; 1 Cor. 10:4); the Tabernacle 
with its Brazen Altar, Lampstand, 
Ark of the Covenant, Table of 
Showbread, etc. (Ex. 25-30).

Leviticus
He is ourHigh Priest (Lev. 16). He 
is also seen as the Scapegoat 
(Lev. 16:7-9); and in the Jewish 
festivals of Passover, Atonement 
(Lev. 16; 23).

Numbers
He is ourProvider as seen in the 
Rock that provided water (Num. 
20);the Cloud by day and the 
Pillar of Fire by night;the Messiah 
who would be King (Num. 24:17); 
the Healer in the bronze serpent 
incident (Num. 21:8-9).

Deuteronomy
He is the Prophet like Moses 
(Deut. 18:15-19; John 6:14); the 
Messiah who is worshipped by 
angels (Deut. 32:43; Luke 2:13-
14); our city of refuge (Deut. 
4:41).

Joshua
He is the Captain of our Salvation. 
He is pictured in the person of 
Joshua as our leader into the 
promised land. He is seen as the 
Commander of the Lord’s army 
(Josh. 5:13-15).

Judges
He is our Judge and Lawgiver 
seen in the lives of the judges. 
He is the true Judge of the living 
and the dead.

Ruth
He is our Kinsman Redeemer 

seen in the life of Boaz (Ruth 2:1).

1 Samuel
He is the Prophet of the Lord, 
the Messiah exalted by God with 
power (1 Sam. 2:10; Matt. 28:18). 

2 Samuel
He is the descendant of David (2 
Sam. 7:12-16; Matt. 1:1). He is the 
Rock (2 Sam. 23:2-3; 1 Cor. 10:4).

1 & 2 Kings
He is our Reigning King. He is 
seen in prophet Elijah’s life and 
miracles as in restoring life to 
the dead son (1 Kings 17:17-
24), prophet Elisha’s lifeas in the 
miracles of multiplying bread (2 
Kings 4:42), healing the leper (2 
Kings 5). Jesus Himself would be 
the ideal combination of the three 
offices of Prophet, Priest, and 
King.

1 & 2 Chronicles
He is our Mighty Warrior God 
whose watchful eyes are always 
on those who are loyal to Him (2 
Chron. 16:9); the Messiah who 
would be from the tribe of Judah 
(1 Chron. 5:2; Luke 3:23-32).

Ezra
He is our Faithful Scribe who 
leads us out of our captivity. 
He is pictured in the person of 
Zerubbabel, the rebuilder of the 
temple (Ezra 4).

Nehemiah
He is our Intercessor and the 
Rebuilderof broken down walls. 
He is the rebuilder of the walls of 
salvation like Nehemiah.

Esther
He is our Defender against the 
forces opposing us as pictured in 
the person of Mordecai.

Job
He is our Dayspring from on High, 
as pictured in the sufferings of 
Job and the blessings that would 
follow.

Psalms
He is the Lord who is our 
Shepherd. He is the Messiah who 
would be the Son of God (Ps. 
2:7,12; Matt. 17:5);who would be 
hated without a cause (Ps. 69:4; 
Luke 23:13-22); who would be 
despised and crucified (Ps. 22:6-
8,14; Matt. 27:35; Luke 23:21-
23); who would be resurrected 
(Ps. 16:8-10; Acts 13:30-37); who 
would be Lord, seated at the right 
hand of God (Ps. 110:1,5; 1 Pet. 
3:21-22); who would be in the line 
of Melchizedek (Ps. 110:4; Heb. 
6:17-20); who would be the ‘stone’ 
rejected by the Jews (Ps. 118:22; 
Matt. 21:42-43).

Proverbs
He is the Wisdom of God(Prov. 
8:22-31). 

Ecclesiastes
He is the Source and Meaning of 
Life (Eccl. 12:13).
Song of Solomon
He is the Rose of Sharon and the 
Lily of the Valley (Song 2:1);our 
faithful Lover; our wonderful 
Bridegroom; the Chief among ten 
thousand(Song 5:10); and the All-
together lovely one.
Isaiah
He is the Suffering Servant. He is 
the Messiah who would be born of 
a virgin (Isa. 7:14; Luke 1:34-35); 
who would be Immanuel “God with 
us” (Isa. 7:14; Matt. 1:21-23); who 
would be God and man (Isa. 9:6; 
John 10:30); who would have the 
seven-fold Spirit upon Him (Isa. 
11:1-2; Matt. 3:16-17); who would 
heal the blind, the lame, the deaf 
and the broken-hearted (Isa. 35:5-
6; 61:1-2; Mark 10:51-52); who 
would be preceded by a forerunner 
(Isa. 40:3; Luke 1:17); who would 
be a light to the Gentiles (Isa. 
42:6; John 8:12); who would be 
despised by the Jews (Isa. 49:7; 
John 10:20; Matt. 27:23); who 
would be flogged and beaten 
(Isa. 50:6; Matt. 26:67; 27:26); 
who would die as a guilt offering 
for sin (Isa. 53:10; John 18:11); 
who provided all-encompassing 
healing through His death (Isa. 
53:4-5; 1 Pet. 2:24); who would be 
resurrected and live forever (Isa. 
53:10; Mark 16:16).
Jeremiah
He is the Weeping Prophet. He 
is the Messiah who would be 
God (Jer. 23:6; John 13:13); a 
righteous Branch (Jer. 23:5); our 
righteousness (Jer. 23:6; 1 Cor. 
1:30), 
Lamentations
He is our Portion (Lam. 3:24).
Ezekiel
He is the Son of Man. He would 
be a descendant of David (Ezek. 
34:23-24; Matt. 1:1).

Daniel
He is the Son of Man coming in 
the clouds of heaven. He would be 
‘a son of man’ given an everlasting 
kingdom (Dan. 7:13-14; Luke 
1:31-34); who would come 483 
years after the decree to rebuild 
Jerusalem (Dan. 9:25; John 12:12-
23); who would be killed (Dan. 
9:26; Matt. 27:35); who is pictured 
as the ‘stone’ (and His kingdom) 
that smashes the kingdoms of 
the world (Dan. 2:34,44); who is 
seen in the fourth man in the fiery 
furnace – one like the Son of God 
(Dan. 3:25).
Hosea
He is our Faithful Bridegroom, 
seen in Hosea’s faithfulness to his 
adulterous wife (Hos. 3).

Joel
He is the Baptizer with the 
Holy Spirit (Joel 2:28-32). He 
is the Messiah who would offer 
salvation to all humankind (Joel 
2:32; Rom. 10:12-13).

Amos
He is our Great Burden Bearer. 
God would darken the day at 
noontime during Messiah’s death 
(Amos 8:9; Matt. 27:45-46).
Obadiah: He is the Mighty 
Saviour(Obad. 21). 
Jonah
He is the Forgiving God. He is 
pictured in Jonah who was three 
days and three nights in the belly 
of a fish (Jon. 1:17; Matt. 12:40).

Micah
He is the Messenger with 
Beautiful Feet. He is the Messiah 
who would be born in Bethlehem 
(Mic. 5:2; Matt. 2:1-2); who would 
be from everlasting (Mic. 5:2; 
Rev. 1:8).

Nahum
He is the Avenger of God’s elect 
and a Stronghold in the day of 
trouble(Nah. 1:2,7).

Habakkuk
He is the Great Evangelist, 
crying for revival. He is pictured 
in the life of Habakkuk in his 
intercession and prayer for his 
people. He is the Messiah who 
would come from Teman at His 
return, full of glory (Hab. 3:3).

Zephaniah
He is the Restorer of the 
Remnant, who will rejoice over a 
saved remnant (Zeph. 3:16-17; 
Luke 15:7; Heb. 12:2).He is our 
Protector (Zeph. 2:3; Col. 3:2-3).
Haggai
He is the Restorer of God’s glory 
(Hag. 2:6-9; Luke 2:27-32; 1 Cor. 
6:19-20).
Zechariah
 He is the Pierced Son(Zech. 
12:10; John 19:34-37). He is the 
Messiah who would be priest and 
king (Zech. 6:12-13; Heb. 8:1); 
who would ride into Jerusalem on 
a donkey (Zech. 9:9; Matt. 21:6-
9); who would be God (Zech. 
11:12-13; John 12:45).
Malachi
He is the Sun of Righteousness 
(Mal. 4:2). He would appear at 
the temple (Mal.

By his 
own admission, he chooses 
not to shake hands with even 
his closest of friends fearing 
transmission of germs.Jennifer 
Aniston and Whoopi Goldberg 
have the fear of flying known 
as pteromerhanophobia.
This fear was even shared by 
the late music icon Michael 
Jackson. Award-winning actress 
Scarlett Johansson is terrified 
of cockroaches.Uma Thurman, 
anotherwell-known actress, is 
claustrophobic and fears confined 
spaces.

Christian believers are no 
exception to having phobias.

“The Creator of the whole universe has designed and created us as a unique 
creation to soar in the skies. His plan for his children is that we should not be 
destroyed by the storms that we face, but rather soar above them”. 
Pastor Thomas Samuel ministered from the Scriptures on the evening of 
May 7that a special meeting conducted by Victory Tabernacle Church in 
Arizona.
Using Isaiah 40:31 as his main reference, he illustrated the stages of a 
developing eagle. Far above the reaches of any predator, the mother eagle 
lays its young on the boroughs of a tall tree. The first major lesson an eaglet 
learns in its young life is that its nest is temporary, but the sharp rocks 
belowthe tree are permanent.The eaglethad full confidence in the nest 
that provided safety and warmth, but one fateful day the eaglets’ mother 
destroyedthe nest essentially in a harsh attempt to teach her young to fly. In 
that crude and brutal process of teaching her young to survive, the eaglet 
lands on the rocks beneath the tree that it had nested in. Within a short 
period of time, the young eaglet realizes the fact that the nest is temporary, 
but the rock is permanent. The rock is stable and it will be its new dwelling 
place forever.
Pastor Samuel stated, just as the life of an eagle,we need to understand 
that our corruptible body is temporary, but the Rock of Ages in whom we 
place our hope in is permanent. 1stCorinthians 10:4 states who that “Rock” 
is, “And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual 
Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.”
He summarized in closing thatjust like the lesson learned by the eaglet, our 
hope must not rest upon the safety and security of the temporary nest. In 
our lives that temporary nest could be our bank account, job, business, or 

even our reputation. However, just as the eaglet was driven out of its nest, 
the safety that this world provides is also very fleeting. Instead, just as the 
famous hymn states, we must build our hope on nothing less than Jesus’ 
blood and righteousness. Our lives can only sustain meaningfulness if we 
can boldly testify that Christ is our Rock, refuge, and strength. 
Following Pastor Thomas Samuels’ exhortation, the congregation was led 
in worship by Randall Tipton and Twyla Hawkins. One could feel the divine 
presence of the Holy Spirit as the body of believersworshipped the unseen 
Lord. The service was concluded with prayer and benediction by Pastor 
S. Elliot.
