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Dr. P.C. Abraham

It was in July 1983 at the 
Conference center in 

Amsterdam where Billy Graham 
Evangelistic Association has 
invited church leaders and 
evangelists from all over the 

world for a two weeks conference. 
Late Pastor T T Joseph and myself 
represented Bahrain. During one 
of the plenary sessions, there was 
an opportunity for any one from 
the floor of over 6000 delegates to 
ask any questions to Dr. Graham 
for an answer. There was several 
standing in line to shoot their 
questions. Let me paraphrase 
three of them:

Dr. Graham, You are a world 
renowned evangelist. You are 
a celebrity in the Christian 
world. How do you handle this 
enormous popularity?

Answer: I want to correct you 
first. I am not a celebrity. I am 
an evangelist. I am a servant 
of the Lord Jesus Christ. I am 
accountable to him and hence 

nothing for me to boast. Every 
day before retiring to my bed, 
I review the events of the day, 
the people whom I met and the 
commendations and accolades 
I received on that day. I take all 
of them to the lord and present 
them to him as my bouquet to 
him, saying, Lord I don’t deserve 
any of these. Hence you keep 
them with you. And I flush them 
out of my mind.

You perhaps don’t know how 
much criticisms I receive every 
day to discourage me. These are 
mostly brickbats thrown at me. I 
take these brickbats also to the 
Lord, saying I don’t deserve them 
either. It is better that you keep 
them with you. I flush them also 
out of my mind.  I am what I am by 

the grace of God. So popularity 
is not my concern.

Dr. Graham, what is the secret 
of the hundreds and thousands 
responding to your invitation 
and walk down the aisle 
publicly to receive Christ?
Gospel message is simple. As I 
immerse myself in the message 
through prayer God works in 
people’s heart. Many are praying 
for a plentiful harvest. It is the 
work of God.

Bear Much Fruit 

Let us look at John 15:8 again: “By this 
My Father is glorified, that you bear 
much fruit; so you will be My disciples.” 
God will be glorified if we produce 
much fruit. We will prove ourselves to 
be Christ’s disciples if we bear much 
fruit. How can we bear much fruit? 
Jesus said, “He who abides in Me, and 
I in him, bears much fruit” (John 15:5). 
If we remain in Jesus as our Lord and 
He remains in us, we will bear much 
fruit. That’s a wonderful promise.
There are two conditions here. The 
first is our duty to remain in Jesus. How 
can we remain in Him? Jesus said, “If 
you keep My commandments, you will 
abide in My love” (John 15:10). The 

second condition is that Jesus should 
remain in us. How can we cause Him 
to remain in us? By loving and obeying 
Him. Then He promises that both He 
and the Father will live within us through 
the Holy Spirit (John 14:23,17). Through 
our firm attachment to the vine we will 
naturally produce much fruit.

It is not that hard, is it? We can produce 
much fruit by remaining in Jesus. We 
remain by obeying Him. We obey 
Him by learning His commands and 
teachings, obeying them, and teaching 
them to others (Matt. 28:20; John 
14:21). Jesus remains in us when we 
love and obey Him. We obey because 
of the obedience that comes from a 
saving faith (Rom. 1:5). Our faith is in 
Christ the Lord who we confess as our 
personal Lord (Rom. 10:9,13).

Bear Fruit That Will Last 

Jesus said further: “You did not choose 
Me, but I chose you and appointed 
you that you should go and bear fruit, 
and that your fruit should remain, that 
whatever you ask the Father in My 
name He may give you” (John 15:16). 
Note that a promise has been attached. 
If we bear fruit that will last, God will give 
us whatever we ask in Jesus’ name.
Now what is the fruit that will last? 
“Love never fails” (1 Cor. 13:8). After 
telling about all else that would pass 
away, Paul concluded: “And now these 

three remain: faith, hope, love; but the 
greatest of these is love” (1 Cor. 13:13). 
So in essence, the fruit (singular) of the 
Spirit (Gal. 5:22-23) as we saw before, 
is the fruit that will really last according 
to God’s Word. And the Holy Spirit is 
the One who produces that fruit in a 
believer’s life.

Limited Time to Bear Fruit

If you claim to be a professing 
Christian, but do not now or have never 
experienced the fruit of the Spirit, pay 
close attention to this teaching of 
Jesus:  “He also spoke this parable: “A 
certain man had a fig tree planted in his 
vineyard, and he came seeking fruit on 
it and found none. Then he said to the 
keeper of his vineyard, ‘Look, for three 
years I have come seeking fruit on this 
fig tree and find none. Cut it down; 
why does it use up the ground?’ But 
he answered and said to him, ‘Sir, let 
it alone this year also, until I dig around 
it and fertilize it. And if it bears fruit, 
well. But if not, after that you can cut it 
down” (Luke 13:6-9). Even though the 
immediate context refers to the nation of 
Israel, the greater context points to the 
need of repentance or else the hearers 
of Jesus then and now will perish. The 
nation of Israel had known the law, 
had the revelation of God, and thought 
themselves God’s chosen people, but 
Jesus warned them that they would 
perish if they didn’t repent.

Who are the people in this parable? 
God, the Father, owns the vineyard. 
We, professing Christians, are 
fig trees. Jesus takes care of the 
vineyard. When you and I go on 
and on without bearing fruit, God is 
about to cut us down (as fig trees) 
or cut us off the vine (as branches in 
John 15:2). Jesus intercedes for us 
(Hebrews 7:25), but according to the 
parable, even Jesus agrees that a 
time will come when those who don’t 
bear fruit will be cut down.

Anyone who professes to be a 
Christian but does not have the fruit of 
the Spirit in his/her life has the clock 
running on him/her. A time will come, 
or has come already, when God will 
seek to cut off such a person who 
doesn’t produce fruit. Jesus will, or 
already has, interceded for you as 
your High Priest (if you are a believer 
in Him). Now is the time to realise 
God’s requirement to bear fruit and 
to fulfil it. Pledge to be a doer of the 
Word and not a hearer only. Receive 
Jesus Christ as your personal Lord 
and pledge with all your heart to obey 
His teachings and commandments. 
The Holy Spirit will help you to live 
out your pledge. God is faithful. He 
will provide the power to obey and the 
fruit to prove that the Holy Spirit dwells 
in you.

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For me, I stop all my appointments at 
least one hour before the meeting. 
I engage myself in travailing pain 
and prayer until my time to speak. 
I do not engage myself in any lose 
talk. After delivering the message 
I always give the invitation for 
people to respond. That is the 
time I experience intense spiritual 
warfare within me, the reflections of 
the struggle that goes on in many a 
hearts in the stadium to respond or 
to ignore the invitation. It is all the 
Lord’s doing. I don’t have any claim 
in it.

Dr. Graham, what is the secret of 
your impeccable track record of 
over several decades where many 
have fallen on the way side?
No credits to myself. I am as weak 
as any one of you. But I am very 
careful. I do not handle the finances 
of the ministry. I receive only what 
is given to me from the association. 
So I do not own anything. 

I have given strict instructions to 
my staff not to arrange any private 
meetings for me from the opposite 
sex alone: Either with my wife 
present or with a group of women 
only. That has kept me away from 
a lot of pitfalls and temptation. I 

cannot and I will not discredit my 
lord in these two areas of my private 
life or bring dishonor to the ministry 
he has entrusted to me.  

This conference has left me 
with indelible impressions and 
convictions in my mind as how to 
handle criticisms in the ministry, 
the need of prayer in preparing and 
delivering the message and also the 
secret of maintaining an impeccable 
life not to discredit the Lord.

My first encounter with the Billy 
Graham Crusade was when I was 
a school boy of early teens in the 
1950’s at Kottayam Baker Memorial 
Stadium. My father and mother were 
both serving as counselors with 
the Graham crusade. They left us 
the children in Kallissery and have 
gone to Kottayam for several days. 
There was a great desire bubbling 
in my heart to hear Billy Graham 
as I was reading full page write up 
regarding the crusade day after day 
in Malayala Manorama. I arranged 
with one of my older cousins that we 
both go to Kottayam on the last day 
of the crusade. When my parents 
saw me in the stadium they were 
wonderstruck. Although I do not 
remember any part of his message, 

one thing stands vivid in my tender 
mind was Graham’s passionate plea 
and persuasive presentation of the 
message, unlike the lot I have heard. 
And immediate response ensued from 
the stadium to flush out hundreds of 
seekers to the counseling arena. 

To a recent question to Dr. 
Graham, as how he wants to 
be remembered in history, the 
following is the summary of his 
answer: A Man of faithfulness.

Faithful to the Word of God. 

His message was peppered with the 
claim “The Bible says”. He stood strong 
to his conviction that Bible is God’s 
Word. His gospel messages were 
simple and truthful. He emphasized 
the need for man’s repentance from 
sin. He presented the Christ crucified 
as the only savior. He invited people 
to respond to the invitation publicly 
in every instance.
Faithful to his calling as an evangelist.

Cutting across sectarian divide he 
presented the savior and invited 
responses from his audience. Those 
who responded were directed to Bible 
believing churches for their spiritual 
growth. He was not interested in 
building up an empire for himself. 
Once he was invited to stand in 
as a presidential candidate of the 
United States of America. His blunt 
answer of refusal was that he was 
already contracted with a greater 
job assignment than that of the US 
President.

He was faithful to his family.

His wife Ruth Graham and their 
children missed him at times when 
he had gone for many weeks on 
ministry purposes. However, he 
was very particular to compensate 
them with his quality time on 
return. They adored him. Many of 
his posterity are in active ministry 
of the Lord as a result of his 
exemplary life at home. 
Billy Graham was a unique gift 
from the Lord to his generation. 
Seven decades of relentless 
travel to over 180 countries of 
the world and presenting the 
gospel message face to face 
to over 150 million people of 
different nations, languages and 
ethnic diversities and many more 
millions encountered through TV 
and radio, this global ambassador 
for Christ remained faithful to the 
lord till the end when at his 99th 
year the lord himself scooped 
him away from us to give him the 
needed rest, to be with the Lord 
himself. What a life to emulate! 
What a challenge to take up in any 
generation!

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We have been authorized by 
Jesus as the children of God- John 
1:12 says “Yet to all who did receive 
him, to those who believed in 
his name, he gave the right to 
become children of God.”

A famous example is the 
conversation between Nicodemus 

and Jesus where Jesus says in John 
3:3 “no one can see the kingdom of 

God unless they are born again.”Jesus then specifies in John 
3:6 that “Flesh gives birth to flesh, but theSpirit gives birth to 
spirit”. This part needs to be highly emphasized into our minds 
that it is God who gives birth to a renewed spirit within us as 
humbly reminded in Titus 3:4-7 “But when the kindness and 
love of God our Savior appeared, He saved us, not because 
of righteous things we had done, but because of His mercy. 
He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by 
the Holy Spirit,whom He poured out on usgenerously through 
Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by His 
grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life.”

It is God who gives us this new life and this focus of God’s 
beautiful work of rebirth keeps revealing more of His grace, 
mercy and love for the whole world. When our minds are filled 
with what God has done and continues to do, our lives begin 
to manifest God to the world and thus reveal His kingdom.
John 1:10 says that “He came to that which was his own”- God 
already had in His mind ‘His own’ even though they ‘did not 

recognise him’. God reached out and 
came looking for the lost mankind 
to claim us back as we had truly 
belonged to Him. When we realized 
what Jesus did for this world, He gave 
us the permission to be his brothers and sisters and therefore, 
the children of God(Romans 8:29).It is in His sacrifice that we 
have been justified before God, and it is in His account that we 
have been made children of God, and it is only when He lives 
His life through us the kingdom of God can be seen.

So now, we are children of God because the Spirit of Christ 
is alive and working in us (Romans 8:9-17). This Holy Spirit 
enables us to call God as Father and keeps reminding us of this 
new identity that we now have as His children. Let us grow in 
the knowledge that we cannot live a ‘Christ-ian’ life without the 
work of the Holy Spirit from within. Everything that Christ did 
was through the Holy Spirit and this same Holy Spirit resides 
powerfully in us. It is His work in us that manifests as the fruit 
that people can see. Whether we think we are in a hopeless 
situation or feeling on top of the world, the Holy Spirit works 
all of the time.This wonderful helper and friend prays on our 
behalf when we struggle, and he is best at it because onlyHe 
knows God’s heart (Romans 8:26,27). When we don’t know the 
words to speak in a difficult situation, He speaks through us 
(Matthew 10:20) and Jesus promised his disciples that “He lives 
with you and will bein you” John 14:17 just before his suffering 
on the cross. 

Let us remember that Christ came to ‘His own’ and paid a great 
price to make us ‘born again’ as God’s own children. Let us 
keep our focus on what God doesso that we cancontinue to 
live this new life in Christ through the work of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

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‘Satisfied’, that is the 
word that set my thoughts 

rolling this morning. While 

listening to the Bible passage 

on Jesus feeding the five 
thousand with five loaves and 
two fish – the reader said that 
word with a kind of emphasis 

which struck me.

“They all ate and were 

satisfied, and the disciples 
picked up twelve basketfuls 

of broken pieces that were 

left over.” (Matthew 14:20)

Dictionary defines the 
word “satisfied” as “pleased 
because you have got what 

you wanted”, or simply a 

situation where you are 

contended.

How often are we satisfied? 
This was the question that 

was echoing in my brain ever 

since I heard that word, (after 

reading which the reader 

paused, as though, someone 

wanted me to think about it).

I trust in a God who provides 

and I repeatedly say that 

– Jehovaj Jireh. But now I 
am forced to think of it in a 

different angle – how often am 
I satisfied with His provisions? 
Be it food, clothes, joy, peace 
or wealth, I think we all tend 

to go overboard, be it even 

by a bit or more. It is definitely 
not ‘greed’ as one might think 

of terming it, but it is just that 
wanting of a “little more”. Now, 

the question that is bothering 

me is – do I really need that “bit 
more” when I have a God who 

“provides” me to be “satisfied”?
In the passage of Jesus feeding 

the five thousand, it doesn’t 
read that the men were fed 

enough to ease their hunger 

or they just had enough for 
the whole lot of the people. 

It says that “they all ate and 

were satisfied”. (Of course the 

disciples having to collect the 

left over means that there was 

definitely enough and more).

Yes, my God is my provider 

– and when He provides, He 
makes sure that I am “satisfied”. 
All I need is to accept this – 
even when I have that urge to 

have some more, even 

when I am tempted to 

ask for more and even 

when I am urged to 

save for the rainy 

days and fret that 

I didn’t have that 

“bit more” which I 

wanted – I need 
to accept that His 
provision is enough 

to satisfy me.
