It was my first Diwali in India. It was
only fitting that my husband took me
to go see a property he was hoping to
buy on that day. After all, Diwali is sup-
posed to mean light overcomes the
darkness, the triumph of good over evil.
Things were going well for us. Nathan
was turning five the day after, Nicholas
was growing up quickly, life in Kerala
was so much better than I had hoped
for. That was my bubble. Little did I
know that bubble was about to pop.

We pulled up to a house. It looked
like it could really use some work. The
roof was aluminum sheeting, the paint
was peeling, the yard was overrun with
grass and weeds. It was raining, so the
bare ground was slushy. I thought to
myself, hopefully the inside will be bet-
ter. Shacha had told me that the house
had needed some work, but this was
more than I had anticipated. Husbands
have a way of dropping bits of informa-
tion when it is least expected. He told
me, as we were about to go inside to
see the rest of the house, that there was
a sick child inside. The house belongs
to an elderly couple who lives with one
of their sons, and a grandson.  The
grandmother decided to sell the house
and property so she could divide the
share between her children, buy a
smaller house, and live out the rest of
their life quietly.  As I walked into the
poorly lit house, I saw the walls were
adorned with pictures of Jesus and vari-
ous saints. The rooms were sparsely
furnished and somewhat dingy. How-
ever, it looked like the elderly woman

dations, name on the marble
stones in front of empty build-
ings).

 If we are focusing on build-
ings, making foundation for our
families, erecting Monuments

was doing the best she could. Before
we started seeing the house, Shacha
wanted me to go see the grandson. I
have worked in various capacities as a
social worker in America. I have taught
people with mental health issues how
to cope. I have held hands with people
who had terminal illness. I have prayed
with hospice patients as they took their
last breath, and I have comforted fami-
lies who have lost a loved one. I thought
I was pretty thick-skinned. That is, un-
til recently. I blamed it on the hormones
when I would cry if my sons got sick or
was getting immunizations, but lately
everything has been getting to me. My
father posted a video of children being
abused, and how he felt that something
should be done about it. I couldn't
watch more than a minute of the video.
Nathan asked him to take it off because
it made me cry. Then there was the news
about a child in China, who was run
over by two cars and left to die by more
than 18 people, before someone turned
to look. Real life stories of the wounded
man in the good samaritan story, but
without the good samaritan.  It just
seemed like sensory overload with all
the events occurring around the world.
I just assumed it was the latent social
worker in me, picking up signals of dis-
tress. Anyway, I thought seeing another
sick child would be another empathetic
show. I couldn't have braced myself
enough, even with my husband's fair
warning.   We walked into a bare room
with concrete floors. There was a thin
plastic mat on the floor, and on it laid 9
year old Shijin.

Shijin was an unwanted product of
an unhappy marriage. His mother had

tried to abort him when he was close to
6 months in the womb via an injection.
However, the failed abortion yielded a
child that the mother abandoned soon
after giving birth. Shijin's paternal
grandmother has been caring for him
since birth. His father and grandfather
are merely bystanders who do not help
or hurt the cause of the child. Shijin is
unable to do anything. He can't sit, roll
over, speak, or emote. He is merely ex-
isting because his grandmother cares
for his being. There was nothing in the
room to stimulate him, not even a win-
dow or a picture. He was just laying in
the dark when we walked into the room.
The grandmother has kept him clean
and fed for the past 9 years, but that is
all she could do. Shijin has never been
outside those 4 walls. I would have
never known if Shacha had not gone to
see that property.

I bent down next to Shijin and held
his hand. He gripped my hand, just like
I remembered Nathan and Nicholas held
it when they were infants. When I called
his name, Shijin turned and looked at
me with the most beautiful eyes I had
ever seen. Actually, Shijin is a beautiful
boy. The grandmother stated that she
believed that he would have been a
healthy boy if his mother had not tried
to kill him. Obviously, God had other
plans too.

I could not see the rest of the house.
My heart ached so bad that I could not
restrain the tears, even though I tried.
Shijin broke my heart. His situation
broke my heart. The cruelty that was
offered to him before he could take his
first own breath broke my heart. Re-
member what I said? Be careful what

you pray/ask for. In the song, Hosanna,
by Hillsong, there is one line that al-
ways touched me. "Break my heart for
what breaks yours." That had been my
prayer in these recent days. I did not
want to become desensitized to what
was happening around me. I knew there
are people suffering, but God has
blessed me immensely. Sometimes I
would forget. It was in these moments
that I wanted to reminded of all that God
had been, and have been doing for me.
Boy did God take me literally. What
breaks the heart of God more than see-
ing a little child being hurt? The one
time that it was recorded in the Bible
that "Jesus wept" was when he saw the
suffering of one of His dearest child.
No two words have ever held for pro-
found meaning in history.

It took me a few days before I could
do anything. I was struck with grief and
guilt. I kept seeing the deep dark beau-
tiful eyes of Shijin. I felt guilty that I
have two healthy boys. I felt guilty that
I was sleeping on a soft bed while Shijin
had been laying on the hard ground for
so long. Then Shacha asked me some-
thing that made me relook at everything.
What good will my crying do? Instead
of sitting and crying, I should do some-
thing. So I did what I know best. I
started writing. I may not be able to help
all the Shijins of the world, but I could
start with the Shijin in my neighborhood.
I write to raise awareness. I write so
people would step out of their bubbles,
the comfortable lives they live and of-
fer a helping hand. Mother Theresa
once said, “If I look at the mass, I will
never act. If I look at the one, I will.”  So
here, I start with my one.

MISSING CRITICAL HEALTHY
FOOD CAN HELP PEOPLE

A study published recently reported that bad diets now kill more people in
the world than smoking.

However, this trend isn’t simply because of the unhealthy foods people
are eating. It’s also because of the critical foods people should have in their
diets that they’re not eating.

The study found that 11 million deaths per year across almost 200 coun-
tries could be attributable to dietary risk factors with almost more than half of
those deaths attributed to lower intake of certain healthy foods.

While about 3 million deaths around the world were attributed to too much
sodium, another 3 million are likely the cause of not eating enough whole
grains.

Moreover, the study attributed about 2 million deaths to lack of fruit in-
take.

“In the past, the emphasis in the public realm, but also among health
professionals, has largely been what to eliminate from our diet and the focus
has been on the harmful dietary factors. However, the new science of nutrition
points out that many foods that are health promoting can actually be more
important or as important to include in a diet,”

Eat to Beat Disease, your Body can Heal Itself.
This doesn’t mean super foods exist, but that it’s more about how the

body responds to food rather than the food itself.
“Health, which is what we’re aiming for with diet, is not just the absence of

disease, but is the result of our body’s natural defense systems that are
hardwired into us [and] functioning to protect our health from the time we’re
born until our very last breath.

The following five core health defense systems and how each system is
activated by certain foods.

Angiogenesis, which is how the body grows blood vessels. Blood ves-
sels bring oxygen and nutrients to every cell in the body.

Regenerative system, which involves stem cells that are naturally present
in our bodies.

Microbiome, which is the healthy bacteria that lives inside our body and
communicates with our immune system to help us heal faster.

DNA, which can protect our body from the environment, such as damag-
ing ultraviolet radiation or secondhand smoke.

An apron, as you know, is a
cover to shield from splashing
tomato juice, mustard, beef
gravy and what have you. It is
bow-tied in the back and only
covers the front. Adam and Eve
sewed together a fig leaf
spirituality which was only
frontal, a religious front.

enemy assault. Clothed in
Christ’s righteousness no part
is bare, no part exposed. The
enemy can get to our “flesh”
if all we don is a flimsy apron.
Notice, the first tailored
garment was made of leaves.
The religious person speaks of
turning over a new leaf. That
is okay in itself because making
resolutions and reforming
oneself is good. The only
problem is that the leaves dry
in the noonday sun and blow
away with the first storm wind.
Fallen man doesn’t need a new
leaf, he needs a new life, and
that’s the difference between
religion and redemption. Adam
and Eve “sewed” them
together. A little bit of this, a
little bit of that. People who
design their own tailor-made
religion do the same. They take
a little philosophy here, some
psychology there, meditation
on one hand, prayer books on
the other, Mother nature,
Father Time, church pews,

prayer beads, sew them all
together and the fabric
appears fairly stable.

But it is a religious front.
Not because there is anything
wrong with an apron, it is just
that the people beneath the
aprons are still Adam and Eve.
You can change jobs or
change addresses, but the
addressee is still the same old
person. Suppose the apron
was outlined in purple sequins

shipped direct from the
Vatican. Or the apron might be
spun silk, or this would be
good, have the apron go all the
way to the neck and add a
clerical collar. There are as
many apron styles as there are
fashion designers but nothing
on the sale rack deals with the
person wearing the frock.
Jesus had a different take on
humanity. He said, “Ye must
be born again” (John 3:7). It is
not a fashion problem, and not
a passion problem. It is a heart
issue. You know, they put
aprons on heart patients all the
time but still a percentage of
those in ICU die from their

complications. An apron is just
a front. A smile can be one too,
as well as a signed offering
envelope or one’s favorite
Sunday suit or dress. Adam
and Eve knew they were
naked. Naked, who suggested
that? Conscience was
certainly one voice that told
them they needed a covering.
Thank God, Jesus provided
the covering, a complete
covering. Dress up in
redemption, as Paul urged,
“Put ye on the Lord Jesus
Christ, and make not provision
for the flesh...” (Romans 13:14)
Anything else is just a
religious front.
