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NEED FOR BI VOCATIONAL

MISSIONARIES

Any movement at any part of the time sustained and created
momentum when there were three ingredients attached to it.

A. Self propagation.

This is an activity of
everybody taking part in
the propagation of the
message. In this phase
everyone considers that it is
his responsibility to build
the movement. They feel a
sense of ownership and act
as the custodian of the
whole process. Every
movement recorded in the
history of the world,
whether it is secular or
spiritual, picked up
momentum only at the
exercise of this principle.

In the history of the
church, as it is recorded in
the Word, this principle was
well applied.

In the first century, where
ever the believers were
gone, they preached Christ
and the churches were
planted. They did this not
because they were an
organized group or were
ignited by any human
leader but only because of
the inspiration by the Spirit
of God. Even today itis the
same principle getting
applied for planting
churches

This propagation was
'mouth to mouth' in which
everybody participated.

B. Self generated
Resources.

This is to generate
resources from within the
church for its running;

In the Old Testament, God
introduced the principle of
tithing to run the day to day
affairs of the temple. It
gives us the idea thatitis the

responsibility of the
believers to run God's
temple. In the New
Testament such a definite
arrangement 1S not seen
whereas Acts of Apostles
explains that in the first
century believers brought
everything they had to the
church. However this
system we do not see
continued as we proceed
with the Word. But in
different places we see that
church supported
missionaries and planting
of churches. This is
considered to be a free will
offer and or not on the
basis of any kind of legality.

C. Everybody taking
the leadership.

This aspect is under
consideration in this write
up. This is nothing but
every believer considers
himself to take lead in the
process of building
churches. It does not mean
to generate fund to build a
building but to see a group
of believers of Jesus
existing in a given
geographical area to take
the responsibility of
evangelizing that area. In
this system no body look
unto a leader for
consultation or instruction
but the Holy Spirit is the
leader.

In a system where all
activities are depended on
one leader, the growth rate
would be limited for every
activity that contributes to
the growth is limited to the
extent of the wisdom of
one leader. Whereas in a
system in which everybody
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take the leadership the
quantum of input will be
more so that the growth
factor also will be more.
This collective leadership
does not refute the need of
a leader but only to
complement each other.
Everybody consider
themselves to be an integral
part of the movement and
they contribute to their
maximum towards the
growth of the movement.
It exhibits high degree of
submission to each other.

In a situation one person
intends to apply his interest
in the movement, the
contributions of others
could be ignored. It would
cause destruction to the
whole system. There are
enough examples of
successful movements
collapsed because of
applying personal interests.

It may be a little different
from the conventional
practice of sending
missionaries. People being
separated for God's
ministry and send them as
if they are the only people
who are having calling for
the same. I do not ignore
the fact that there are
examples of missionaries
being sent in the Bible.
Even in the history of
modern church we see
hundreds of missionaries
left everything in their lives
and go for Lords ministry.
Fortunately, I am one
among them. Always God
used them and has a great
value for this practice.

But considering the great
urgency to have thousands
of missionaries especially
In India, I am having a great
conviction that, we will
have to consider to
aggressively encourage bi
vocational missionaries. Bi-
vocational missionaries are
those who serve the Lord

along with their regular job.
Their job could be

anything, He could be a
farmer, a bus conductor, a
business man, a teacher or
any other. At this juncture
we need to remember that
apostle Paul was a tent
maket.

The Job he is doing would
earn him food and some
resources. It gives him an
added capacity to take the
gospel to the
neighborhood and feeding
the sheep. While he is an
individual believer of Lord
Jesus Christ, he participates
on the process of planting
churches and feeding His
flock (Leading). He being a
native believer from a
particular village or town, it
give s him more freedom
and accessibility to take the
gospel to the people in that
village and disciple those
who are coming to the Lord
for he is one among them.
This system does not
demand time, place or
monitory investment

because he is from that
locality. He could meet his
limited expenditure to meet
people from his tithe that
he intends to spend for
Lord's ministry. He doesn't
need to separate time
because he meets his
friends on a regular basis.
He does not need a special
place because he is living in
that village. His flock also is
limited in number. That
means the concept of bi
vocational missionaries
would ease the complexity
of planting churches to a
large extend.

Here we will have to
evaluate the nature of the
churches too led by Bi
Vocational missionaties. It

could be something
different from the
conventional ones.

It could be called as a
fellowship than church.

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The city of Smyrna

Smyrna was founded as a
Greek colony more than
1000 years before Christ.
About 600 B.CE Smyrna
was destroyed by the
Lydians and laid in ruins for
more than 300 years until
Alexander the Great's
successors rebuilt the city
in 290.B.C.E. It was that
rebuilt city of Smyrna of
John's day. For that reason
it was sometimes called
“the city that died yet lives.”
In the message, Christ is
described as “the first and
the last, who was dead and
came to life.” Christians are
exhorted to be faithful until
death. Smyrna was famous
for its beauty. Its streets
were well laid out, with the
outlying ones lined with
groves The
phrase “crown of Smyrna”
appears of the hill Pagos,
with the stately public
buildings on its rounded
top and the city spreading
out down its rounded
sloping sides. The
buildings are likened to a
crown because they stand
in a conspicuous place and
in an orderly way. Rome
considered Smyrna as the
“city of our most faithful
and most ancient allies.”
Smyrna was the centre of
provincial assembly and
also maintained a district
court. Smyrna had a
stadium, library and a
public theatre. It was a
noted centre for science
and medicine. It was
renowned for its fine wine,
beautiful buildings and
wealth. Today the city is
known as the Turkish city
of Izmir.

Smyrna had kept a special
relationship with the
Roman administration and
culture by continuing the
practice of Imperial cult.
The people of Smyrna
stood along with the
Romans in the question of
supremacy of Romans and
power struggle.

The Jews of Smyrna were
hostile to the Christians.

They slandered the early
Christians, called
themselves Jews but really
belonged the
“synagogue of Satan” and
abetted the persecution of
the Christian followers.

to

The citizens of Smyrna

willingly offered worship to
the Emperor. Though the
Christians willingly
submitted to the emperor's
civil authority they refused
to offer sacrifices to the
emperor and worship him,
for that refusal they were
branded rebels and faced
the wrath of Roman
government. The
Christians refused to
participate in pagan
religion in general. Much
of Smyrna's social life
revolved around pagan
worship and Christians
were viewed as antisocial
elitists for refusing to
participate in it.
Smyrna was the biggest
business centre in Asia
after Ephesus. Itwasa port
city situated about 60 km
north of Ephesus. It's
excellent harbour rendered
it one of the most
flourishing centres of
commerce under the
Romans. Because of its
excellent harbour, Smyrna
retained its importance,
and it is today a large
commercial port, through
which the trade to and from
the interior of Asia Minor
passes. At present, this city
in modern Turkey is known
as Izmit. It is now one of
the most important
commercial and business
centres there.

HSSAGE TO SMYRNA CHURCH

The Imperial cult was
strongly practised in Asia.
The Emperor was the
living head of the state and
the guardian of its welfare.
The worship of the
Emperor was the most
vigorous and also the most
dangerous of the cults.
The Christians rejected to
the growing practice of
emperor worship.

The imperial cult, which
included processions,
sacrifices, choral singing,
and carrying images of
emperor and his family.
Ritual would have been
most dangerous part of the
cult for Christians because
they could not participate
and could not tolerate
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images of the emperor in
their houses. As the
procession passed their
houses, they were supposed
to offer a sacrifice to the
emperor, failure to
participate in these
activities would have been
obvious to the Community.
Domitian insisted that
worship was compulsory
for every citizen on threat
of death and he had to burn
incense at the altar to the
godhead of the Caesar

A former Microsoft worker
created a new app for iOS
that brings the biblical
account of David to lifein a
way that has never been
done before.

This software vet, Gerald
Hinson, worked to release
Righteous Tales: David vs.
Goliath, which
encompasses detailed
animation, smartphone
mini games and
achievements all in one app
in an effort to present
children with a great way to
learn about the Bible.

The idea spawned from a
conversation Hinson had
with his children where
they struggled to explain
the story of Abraham
which they learned aboutin
a recent Sunday school
session.

He saw the need for an
interactive app that could
bring people back to the
older cultures written about
in the Bible in an immersive

and interactive way.

"Youth Pastors have a
pretty rough job," said
Hinson to The Christian
Post. "Once a week they are
trying to relate these Bible
stories to 50 to 100 kids ata
time and you're also trying
to breach cultural divides.
And I thought it would be
cool if there was some
[quality resources| that we
could hand the kids after
service. [I asked] why don't
we have quality versions of
these stories for these kids
devices that they are
carrying around all the
time."

Hinson admits that there's
a few similar products in
the app store, but none that
really delved too deep into
the stories. Righteous Tales
takes a different approach
by illustrating less
emphasized characters in
the biblical account in a way
that an animated film
would.

STEPMOTHER,
STARVED 10-
YEAR-OLD TO
DEATH,
WATCHED HIM
EAT HIS FECES
IN DESPERATION

Johnathan Ramsey

Elizabeth Ramsey,
stepmother to 10-year-old
Johnathan Ramsey, was
convicted Wednesday of
starving the young boy to
death in April of 2011. She
and the father of the boy,
Aaron Ramsey, fed him
military rations of bread
and water until he ate his
own excrement in
desperation and died.
Then, they stuffed his
lifeless, emaciated body
into a sleeping bag and
dumped him in an Ellis
County creek bed.
Elizabeth Ramsey, 33, was
found guilty of injury to a
child resulting in death by a
Texas jury in only 30
minutes, according to the
Associated Press. She won't
be eligible for parole for 30
years, while the boy's
father, 35, was already
sentenced to life in prison.

11 PARENTS OF BOKO HARAM-KIDNAPPED
SCHOOLGIRLS HAVE DIED IN NIGERIA

Eleven parents of the over
200 schoolgirls who were
kidnapped by Islamic
terrorist group Boko
Haram in Chibok, Nigeria
have died, according to
reports.

"One father of two of the
girls kidnapped just went
into a kind of coma and
kept repeating the names
of his daughters, until life
left him," said community
leader Pogu Bitrus, adding
that at least four of the
parents have died due to
trauma from the mass

abduction in April,
according to The
Associated Press.

Chibok and other villages
in the region have been
besieged by militants, with
Nigeria's army unable to
control the situation. Seven
fathers of the kidnapped
girls were among 51 bodies
carried over from the
nearby village of Kautakari
this month.
The schoolgirls, most who
still remain captive, are
feared to have been sold to
Islamic militants as child
brides.

The militant group has
been waging war on
Christians and the Nigerian
government for five years,
and has carried out

numerous attacks on
churches, schools, official
buildings, and have raided
entire towns and villages.A
Human Rights Watch
report earlier in July said
that at least 2,053 civilians
had been killed at the hands
of Boko Haram during the
first half of 2014 alone. The
international community
reacted with outrage in
April over the news of the
kidnapped schoolgirls, who
were taken by Boko Haram
militants who rode in on
trucks. The US. and the
UK. sent military teams to
Nigeria to help with the
search of the gitls, but so

PROMINENT CHINESE PASTOR
SENTENGED TO 12 YEARS IN PRISON;
LAWYER CLAIMS ACCUSATION
SET-UP BY GOV'T

Zhang Shaojie, a
prominent church leader
from central China, has
been sentenced to 12 years
in prison for gathering
crowds to "disturb public
order." A US. campaign
group has said that the
decision constitutes
religious persecution and
the Chinese government's
attempt to hold back the
growth of Christianity.

"This case shows the
Chinese government
continues to cover up
religious persecution with
fabricated criminal charges
against an innocent church
leader," said Bob Fu, the
head of China Aid,
according to The
Telegraph.

Liu Weiguo, a rights lawyer
who has worked with the
pastor in the past, said that
he was shocked at the
severity of the sentence."l
strongly believe Zhang
Shaojie is innocent. This is
a total set-up by the local
government," the lawyer

said. The Associated Press
noted that Zhang, who led
the Nanle County Christian
Church in Henan province,
was convicted of fraud and
of gathering crowds to
disturb public order.

The Chinese government
has recently engaged in a
number of controversial
disputes with Christian
churches. Earlier in June,
dozens of Chinese
Christians in Wenzhou City
pushed back against police
forces and tried to save a
church cross from being
seized.
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far have been unable to
recover them.

Nigerian President
Goodluck Jonathan met on
Tuesday with parents of
the schoolgirls, as well as
some of their classmates
who managed to escape.
Jonathan promised that his

government will continue
working to find the girls
and bring them back alive.

Bitrus said that Chibok's
residents, many of them
Christians, are under stress
from the constant attacks
by the Islamic militants.
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
